It’s
a catastrophe in Xintang, a town in 
southern China, where 300 million 
pairs of jeans are produced each 
year – that’s 800,000 pairs a day!

DISTRESSED* JEANS are created
by treating jeans with chemicals, acids, 
resins, and even washing them with 
stones* or blasting* them with sand*!  
“Sandblasting*” is dangerous for factory* 
workers* because the silica* dust harms* 
their lungs*. The  process has been banned* 
in many countries, but still* continues. 

THE WATER PROBLEM 

Producing and wearing* jeans 
uses a lot of water! The Levi 
Strauss company says a typical 
pair of blue jeans consumes 
3,479 litres of water during
its life. This includes* the water 
needed to cultivate the cotton 
and manufacture the jeans, but
also the water used to wash 
them when they are dirty*. 

Jeans are stylish and “hard-wearing*” – a single pair of jeans can
last* for years.
